	 I have often felt ashamed at the foolish things well-meaning 
men have said in introducing servants of Christ to an audience. 
They make so much of the man, they have so much to say about his 
ability and his accomplishments, when it is only through the power 
of the Holy Ghost that he can do anything at all. We should never 
forget that it is the Saviour who counts, and the Word that God uses 
in the power of the Holy Ghost. So Paul says, "We preach not 
ourselves," we do not want to attract attention to ourselves. Like 
John the Baptist we say, "He must increase, but I must 
decrease" (John 3:30). "We preach Christ Jesus the Lord," and it is 
only as He is exalted that men and women are blessed. It is only as 
He is exalted that sinners are saved. But what of the preacher? 
"Ourselves your servants for Jesus' sake." That is all; just "your 
servants for Jesus' sake."
